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A MESSAGE FROM OUR FOUNDER

As I write this, it is well into 2025 and I am having a hard time
remembering everything Kainos Global did in 2024. Honestly, I don’t
remember the half of it, partially due to preoccupation with finishing
my schooling, and (this is more the truth) partially due to the fact that
there is simply so much that has happened in 2024 through Kainos
Global missions work that it is simply overwhelming. I know I said
something like this last year in the 2023 report, but I am absolutely
humbled beyond words when I look at what God has done with the
time, energy, and resources our team has yielded over to the Lord for
His service in Kenya. But I cannot say I am surprised. It’s just like God
to take the unlikely and weak and uneducated and lowly thing and
multiply and bless and do something incredible with it.

He is the One who makes the weak strong (Joel 3:10), the dirty and ugly beautiful, the
sorrowful brimming over with joy, the heavy-hearted light and full of praise (Isaiah 61:3);
Who exalts the poor and needy, and makes the barren woman a joyful mother (Psalm 113:7-
9). That is our Heavenly Father. He seems to specialize in doing things the opposite of how
we usually think it should be done. Who am I to be making a difference in Kenya? I
remember being broken, depressed, and even contemplating ending my own life; hardly
able to pay my bills. But I know that I have heard from God. He has given me an
assignment, and I have learned to trust that He knows what is best for my life; even much
better than I do. As it turns out, He really does. Imagine that!

[ wonder if you have heard from God as clearly as I have. I hope you have. But if you have
not, I want to encourage you to not waste another day without hearing from God
concerning what He has designed you for. Besides all the wonderful things He has for you
to experience and accomplish, just spending more time with Him in an effort to hear His
still, small voice is enough to stir up a flame in the deepest part of the human spirit, to fill
the sails of your soul with the gentle yet purposeful winds of Heaven, and to satisfy your
every need.

You may have noticed on the last page that while we shared the Gospel with a significant number of
people (>13,000), a relatively small percentage of people responded by giving their life to Jesus (<200),
or about 1.2%. I know numbers aren’t everything, but they can help identify areas to think about. I want to
reach more people, especially from the ‘Frontier Unreached’” groups, but it is my desire to also see more
people respond to the invitation to follow Jesus. We will also invest in getting more Bibles out to pastors,
missionaries, and people hungry for spiritual truth!
